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B. Visually inspect the presence and integrity of the plastic strip installed between the collar and tail 
boom. Take proper corrective action to replace or re-position protective plastic strip. If no 
corrosion is present around the collar, remove boom for inspection under the surface of the collar. 
 No corrosion should be present.  Replace Boom and/or Collar if corrosion is present. 

 
 

C. General inspection of tail boom, at all points of attachment and total surface area for:  
The presence of corrosion inside and out, cracks, nicks, dents, holes or any deformation.   
Replace Boom as required. 

 
 
D. Inspect the tail boom for drilled holes, other than specified by the factory.  Absolutely NO holes 

should be drilled within the collar area! This includes holes through or near the collar. These holes 
may be noted as bolts or rivets placed into or near the boom collar. Check for holes drilled in the 
tail boom, which may be hidden by the collar. Replace Boom and/or Collar as required. 

 
 

Annual Inspection is to include tail boom and collar. Inspect according to paragraphs B and C above.
